“Under NEW Management” is a banner we are familiar with
seeing at all types of establishments. That banner conveys a
meaning something like this: “If you have had a bad experience at
this place before, give it another try because things will be
different this time.” It is a banner that invites a second chance!

In lots of ways, the act of baptism, is the hanging of the sign,
“‘Under NEW Management” over the door of our lives. People can
and should expect a newness of self. Baptism is an outward
demonstration of an inward decision to make Jesus Christ both
Savior and Lord. We shouldn’t expect a perfect self, but a re-
newing self under the direction of the Holy Spirit.

To help us better understand the importance of baptism, Pastor
David will share from the Gospel of Mark 1:9-11.
