In the opening chapters of the book of Acts, we see the 1st century
followers of Jesus Christ:
- were prepared by the prayer gatherings in the Upper
Room
- presented with the promised gift of the Holy Spirit
- were propelled from the seats of the Upper Room to the
streets of Jerusalem
- preached Jesus, crucified and resurrected for the
forgiveness of sin
- personally embraced a radical discipleship lifestyle

This discipleship lifestyle was normative for them but is seen as
radical for us today. Their radical discipleship came forth from a
great love for Jesus and others. Their radical discipleship was
fueled by the Holy Spirit. Their radical discipleship formed the early
church.

Their discipleship model is recorded for us, contemporary followers
of Jesus, in Acts 2:41-47. Pastor David will be speaking on this
text in the message, “Holy Spirit Empowered Living”. Let us
listen intently to what the Spirit is saying to SCMC as we focus on
“Our Church On Mission”.
